The CRS meetings at the NAR Convention in Orlando were very busy & lots of changes are coming. The following Committee Motions that were approved by the Board of Directors are:

NOMINATING COMMITTEE:

It was decided to interview 3 candidates for CRS 1st Vice President.

CHAPTER LEADERSHIP COMMITTEE
Approved removing item C ("No member shall be entitled to receive this award more than once") on the CRS of the Year Nomination Form. Now any deserving member may be selected for CRS of the Year more than once.
Approved re-instating the Co-Op Ad Funds for print media ONLY, in the amount of up to $1,000 per Chapter for promoting programs & the Designation, this is for 2005 ONLY.
In 2005 this Committee will cease to exist and will be a forum, without the ability to make motions. Chapters will need to rely on their Regional Vice President to carry forth our motions.
EDUCATION COMMITTEE
Approved updating CRS 200 & 206. Approved Course Sponsors being required to provide a broad band internet connection for each CRS 206 class.

Approved using titles for the 2 day Core classes:

Listing Course; Sales Course; Wealth Building

Course; Technology Course & Referral Course.
Approved giving one-unit credit for attending

Sell-A-Bration, subject to attendee signing an   
affidavit certifying his/her attendance of a minimum of 9 hours of education. Approved the NAR one day "At Home With Diversity" Course as a one-unit course, subject to a review of the Course outline. Approved CIPS "Essentials of International Real Estate" Course as a two-unit class towards earning the CRS Designation; however, an individual may not count both attending the class and holding the CIPS Designation when applying for the CRS Designation. Approved an appeal procedure when a one day course is denied credit. Approved E-Learning Implementation plan.

MEMBERSHIP DEVELOPMENT COMMITTEE
Approved that ONLY CRS Designees be allowed to use the words "Certified Residential Specialist" in any format or the CRS shield or logo. Adopted New International Designation Requirements. Adopted New Designation Criteria.


REGIONAL VICE PRESIDENTS COMMITTEE
Approved the deadline of January 31st for the submission requirements of the Annual Report, Annual Budget & Financial Statement for all Chapters.

EXECUTIVE COMMITTEE
Approved inviting outgoing CRS Regional Vice Presidents to attend the Chapter Presidents Leadership Retreat at the Council's expense.

CHAPTER POLICY REVIEW BOARD
Approved the following New CRS Chapters:

Alamo CRS Chapter (was Alamo Sub-Chapter)

Central VA CRS Chapter (was Richmond Sub-Chapter)
Mid South CRS Chapter (was Memphis Sub-Chapter)
North Alabama CRS Chapter (was Huntsville)
Southern Nevada CRS Chapter
Sierra Nevada CRS Chapter (these were the Nevada Chapter)
At the Chapter Leadership meeting ND once again received the Chapter With A Heart & the Diamond Chapter Awards. This is the last year for the Diamond Chapter Award, 39 of each were awarded.

Mandatory Chapter Criteria has been set up and the new 
officers will need to familiarize themselves with it in order for us to remain a Chapter.

As of 2005 the $1,000 Chapter Grant may be used ONLY for Education (which is what we have always done). The course has to be approved by the Council, by June 1 and the final bills and request for payment sent in by Dec 1st.

Funds will be available for Chapter Web Sites $75.00 a month for hosting/maintenance and $500 update, 1 time payment. In order to be paid there must be an original bill for 3rd party web-site maintenance/hosting.

An approved web site must contain: A link to the Council's website; CRS logo displayed on Chapter website; promote the benefits of the CRS Designation & Courses; all references to the Council & CRS logo must be current and correct. Any incorrect use of the logo or name will result in no web monies to the Chapter.
Chapter Reinstatement Rebate Program will be offered. Chapters have to apply and be approved before starting their program.

Chapters can order the new stand up banner at $299.95 + shipping & handling and the Council will allow use of the Co-Op ad funds for this and will pay 60% of the cost. The Chapter name can be added to the Banner for an additional fee.
